Louisiana’s Building Code was technically updated for January 1, 2015 (incorporating the International 2012 Mechanical Code & the 2009 Energy Code) – which presents significant challenges for contractors, builders, local code officials and property owners locally.  
Code Enforcement Officials from Orleans, Jefferson, St. Tammany, South Central Planning, as well as other jurisdictions, will answer questions from contractors & the public at this forum.  The discussion will provide a rare opportunity to interact with code authorities, & is expected to benefit the industry overall.  The continuing problems that contractors face of vastly different rules in neighboring jurisdictions and inconsistent enforcement remain among the most important priorities that SELACACI is trying to address. 
Mark Roberts of the International Code Council (ICC) will summarize the new code changes, including Louisiana’s amendments to them. 

A panel of code enforcement officials will address for New Construction, including:  Requirements for A/C Heatload Calculations (& new Duct & Equipment Selection Calculations), new rules for Insulation over Attic Doors and hatches, new rules for Whole house Air Leakage & Duct leakage testing, Whole house Ventilation requirements, and new requirements for Programmable thermostats.  For Existing Homes, the new rules apply in cases of “major renovations” – the definition of which will be discussed.
Kenny Robért of Robért Refrigeration and Barry Couvillion of Lightning Service (the “K&B Team”) will be available to demonstrate & answer questions about Duct Leakage testing, now technically required for all new systems as of Jan. 1, 2015.   Exhibitors will include Coburn’s Supply (duct testing equipment), & Vent Cap Systems (supply vent covers for use in duct testing).
